Where is Camp A LOW HUM 2008?

The Location for 2008 is at Manakau/Ohau, about 10 minutes south of Levin on State Highway 1. It's about an hour North
of Wellington. Exact details are in the next issue of “things I'm happy to tell you”, downloadable from alowhum.com - Mon
26th Nov.

What is Camp A LOW HUM

It's a four day music camp for people who can't handle regular music festivals, people who want a smaller audience, more
intimate shows, more time to relax, no queues, no stress, good and cheap food, BYO, more variety ie: not just bands but a
range of activities and goodtimes. It,;s a pretty sweet time, but don't take my word for it, just ask anyone who went in 2007,

Why don’t you tell people what bands are playing?

The philosophy behind Camp is that its more important the vibe that is created then “who” is performing. For example, | knew
last years camp was a massive success when on the very first load in night when there was no planned entertainment just
spur of the moment parties, the three Sneaks boys came up to me and said “bro...best party ever!!l”, | replied “um..it starts
tomorrow”.

Camp is as much for the bands as it is for the people going. There are no green rooms, backstage areas, crowd divisions.
All the performers are there for the party as much as any punter going. | book bands who are actually good as opposed to
bands who are popular and | don’t want people coming just to see one or two specific bands, but to enjoy and embrace
the entire event. There will be around 50 bands playing.

Trust me. The bands are amazing.

Why is Camp 2008 more expensive?

Camp 2007 was $150, Camp 2008 is $200. Basically this is due to the camp being an extra day, it still works out to $50 a
day. The campground I'm using in 2008 is costing me almost 6 times as much as the one in 2007, so haha, don’t worry I'm
not just making it more expensive for the hell of it. When you compare the $200 of camp, and about $100 it will cost you
in travel to get there and back, well...it's still the best value party anywhere in the World. What else are you going to do with
your week holiday? Go to Sydney? Spend $600 on airfares, stay in a crappy backpackers, go to 3-4 lame shows and spend
around $800+ on a boring holiday when you could spend 4 days at the best party around for less then half that? | want to
make this the highlight of peoples year, and making it longer was essential.

ARRIVAL

checking in and make sure you bring any food and alcohol you'll need for the night before you arrive.

There will be no planned entertainment on the Friday night. There will be no PA’'s set-up, no DI set-ups. There will be no food

supplied, no merch or any camp services. It is simply time to set-up tents and get orientated. | am sure there will be some
spontaneous parties happening though.

CAMP

The Camp runs for four day and four nights. The first band each morning will start at 11am. The last band finishing at
approximately 11:30pm. There is one official after party organised each night that will kick off around midnight. You'll find out
about these parties in each new issue of this zine. These will be themed parties, those who want to come in costume are
more than welcome (encouraged).

What happens following the after party is anyone’s guess.

There are four “official” stages at camp, but we all know that parties are never limited, and surprises could happen at anytime.
You'll find out in a few pages...unlike Camp 07's shambolic, “who knows what the hell is going on”, this time | got a system!

NOISY VS nice

At Camp ‘07, | kept it simple - each band played twice, once outdoors, once indoors. | like the whole idea of all the bands
repeating.. but sometimes it didn’t work. Some bands just plain didn't suit the indoors stage and some bands | thought
shoulda only played once..as it made it kinda unfair for some of the newer bands playing at similar times to the “bigger”
profile acts...so in ‘08, | have devised a rather genius plan.

Camp A Low Hum ‘08 is going to be like its own little city. It will have several venues, plus there will be daily events
advertised on posters on bollards around the camp as you would see in your own town, plus events advertised on the
radio. Now this, is kinda tricky to explain..and will make total sense when you are at camp...but for now, bare with me.

There are five main stages. For the bulk of the time, all these stages run staggered, so if you want, you don't have to miss
any bands at all, however, as most bands play twice, you can relax even more.

MAIN STAGE

Most bands at camp will play at least one set on the main stage. There are a few exceptions though, you'll find out at
Camp. Each night from 10pm-Midnight this will be the only stage operating in the entire grounds. Two bands will play each
night during this time, and these bands are only doing the one set at camp only* This is so for at least a short time everyday,
everybody from camp can gather and party together.

NOISY STAGE

This is like the indoors stage last year, except even slightly smaller and with a lower stage. Expect this to get rawkus.
Generally the louder bands who are doing two sets will do their second in here. There may be the occasional event held
in here after the main stage finishes.

NICE STAGE

This is a beautiful little area between the main stage and camping ground. This is for bands who for some reason | just
don’t wanna see in a sweaty indoors environment, but want to see also in a more intimate show then the main stage.
Perfect for sitting and stretching out in the sun, not just for the “mellower” acts, but some mad stuff will be happening here
as well.

THE LIONS LODGE

Named as a tribute to the best after party venue on Camp '07, this is where you control the party. A room attached to the
movie theatre with vocal PA and basic backline, expect to see some amazing jams, impromptu parties and whatever-goes
in this room. You need to book this room through me first, as | don't want to have it running at the same time as movie
parties. There is more info about this room in “renegade shows”

WTF STAGE

It just wouldn't be camp If | didn’'t have some bands play in some random areas. Most of these will be advertised in the
booklet you get at camp. Some however, you will only find out about by listening to the daily broadcasts on the radio or
looking for posters around the campsite.

* Except when they don't ;)

parties

It's no secret | do like a good party, and yup..| just had to find an excuse to get some of my favourite bands from Camp
‘07 back again. Each day there will be 1 or 2 official parties that | organise, usually after the main stage has finished. Starting
at midnight, these parties are advertised as events all unto themselves. Playing at each of these will be a band who played
at Camp ‘07 (these parties will be their only sets at camp*), joining them will be a new band from this event. Most of
these parties are themed. In the next update of this PDF (Dec 24th), I'll let you in on at least half if not more of them, so
you can start getting ready.

location

Camp A Low Hum 2008 is at Tatum Park. It is on State Highway One, halfway between Levin and Otaki.
Driving Instructions.

From South

Pretty basic really. If you are coming from Wellington, keep on SH1. Once you go through Otaki, after a few minutes start
keeping a lookout for a sign saying “Tatum Park”. It will be on your left hand side. It's about 1km following the Manukau
Dairy. If you get to Levin, obviously you've gone to far..turn around and head back, and this time open your eyes.

From North.

Keep on following SH1, once you pass through Levin after about 5 mins or so you will pass Ohau Automotive, Tatum Park
is on your right about 2-3 minutes after that. It is well signposted. If you get to Otaki, turn around and try again. If you
miss it again, maybe try not drinking before you drive next time.

By Bus/Train/Airplane

If coming from Wellington, you'll need to first find your way to the Wellington railway station. if coming from the airport,
this means catching a “flyer” or other bus from the airport to the Railway Station. To check timetables and things from
Wellington, goto: www.metlink.org.nz choose “timetables”, if by Train choose “Capital Connetcion”, this will take you to
Otaki or Levin. There is only one service of this per day, and it doesn’t run in the weekends. The regular train service from
Wellington only goes as far as Paraparumu, from there you will need to catch a bus. If your bus driver is rad, he may be
able to drop you right off at Tatum Park, otherwise you will need to taxi it from Levin,

| am considering organising ONE bus from Wellington direct to Camp on Feb 1st leaving Wellington (railway station) at 7pm
and then returning back To Wellington (railway station) by 11:30am on Wednesday 6th Feb. | will only book this if enough
interested parties email me with their interest by Dec 19th. It will likely cost $25 return. Please let me know if you would
be interested in booking a seat.

Naked Bus - www.nakedbus.com do two trips a day from Wellington City to Levin

8:00 AM arrives 9:30 AM

3:00 PM arrives 4:30 PM

There prices depend on how early you book.

Camp gates don't open till 6pm. If you are going to be arriving early, please let me know in advance

Intercity.co.nz run quite a few services each day that will get you to Levin or Otaki. Check out their website. They have many
more options of times avail. You're looking at around $14-30 per person per way depending on when you book/how you
book.

Again, Ask the driver to drop you off at Tatum Park, if they are a prick, you may have to go all the way to Levin and catch
a Taxi.
